Sub: Memorandum submitted by SNEA (India), regarding some of the recommendations made by Govt. /BSNL against the interest of BSNL on behalf of Joint Action Committee CHQ, New Delhi.
Respected Sir,

            At the very outset, this Association, committed to exponential growth of BSNL in every respect, wholeheartedly welcomes you and extends its warm greetings. In fact, we feel extremely delighted at your benign and gracious presence at Lucknow, UP (East) Circle. As a very responsible organization of middle level executives, absorbed in BSNL, we feel it our fundamental responsibility to apprise you of deadly developments taking place very fast in terms of rapid and unabated decline of BSNL's share in Indian telecom market over the last four years.

When the growth of BSNL is plotted against the growth of other service providers, one cannot conclude that Country's largest and prestigious state owned Telecom Company, having wide spread infrastructure critical to its growth across the entire country, and fundamental responsibility to meet socio- economic commitments of the government in terms of ensuring growth of telecom services in inaccessible and remote areas in the Country, is steadily but surely heading towards bankruptcy. This is not at all an exaggeration but a candid admission of hard facts and reality. With this downward trend continuing, it is not difficult to come to a conclusion that BSNL is undoubtedly heading towards a catastrophic situation.

 Joint Action Committee of Executive and Non-Executive Unions / Associations met at New Delhi on 22.03.2010 and discussed some of the recommendations made by Govt./BSNL and have been highlighted in many press reports. Joint Action Committee comes to the conclusion that the total failure and mismanagement of the affairs in BSNL by its top Managers at different levels has led to the intervention of Hon. Prime Minister and formation of the committee. 

While opposing the negative recommendations listed below, it has to be ensured that Joint Action Committee is not opposing all other positive recommendations and sweeping reforms  in the report like bringing professionals into the Board and top management, complete ITS absorption, Managed capacity, change in procurement policy etc. We are fully endorsing those recommendations and demanding its speedy implementation. 
Some vested interests within BSNL and DoT are propagating that the BSNL employees are opposing the entire Sam Pitroda recommendations and they want to stop the entire reforms by this.

Almost all the Unions / Associations of Joint Action Committee participated in the meeting. Joint Action Committee unanimously resolved for one day Dharna on 26.03.2010 and Indefinite strike w.e.f.  20.04.2010 and Demanding:

1) Immediate repatriation of all ITS officers who have not opted for BSNL 

2) Immediate procurement of GSM equipments.
3) No disinvestment. 

4) No VRS/retrenchment.
5) No unbundling of last mile copper.
6)  No outsourcing through Managed Service Model and

7) IDA pension revision.

We, thus, seek your kind personal intervention in taking series of tough and businesslike decisions and making top BSNL Management, which continues to function in a highly casual manner, fully accountable. We urge upon you to be simply ruthless in getting results from BSNL Management in a time bound manner. This is the need of the hour.
